CLIENT PROCESSING – Volunteers working in this area are responsible for handing out numbers; directing clients to the appropriate stations; making sure applications for assistance are properly completed, processed and stored; keeping accurate records of  those going through the FOOD LINE each week ; keeping accurate records of donations received from the FOOD LINE each week.  Supervisor: Sumiko Stroud

CLOTHING – Volunteers working in this area are responsible for arranging clothing and other items that will be available for the clients at a donation separate from the Food Line share contribution, monitoring the items on Tuesdays, and packing up the remaining items to stored for the next week or given to another ministry.  Volunteers that want to work in the Clothing Department on Tuesdays must also help with setup on Mondays OR breakdown on Wednesdays. Supervisor: Linda Ware

FOOD LINE – Volunteers working in this area are responsible for arranging and distributing food each week.    Because the type and amount of food that will be distributed each Tuesday changes the way the Food Line operates may change from week to week.  So volunteers that want to work the Food Line on Tuesdays must report on Mondays to help with setup and be assigned an area to work. Supervisor: Linda Ware

WAREHOUSE – Volunteers working in this area are responsible for getting trucks unloaded in a safe and timely manner, working with the FOOD LINE staff to make sure stock coming in first goes out first, and making sure the WAREHOUSE is kept clean and safe.  Volunteers working in this area will be notified as soon as possible when trucks are scheduled to arrive.  Supervisor: James Ware
